Book Reviews- Grades 6-8



When writing…think about the reader as your friend

Genre (humor, mystery & adventure, fantasy & science fiction, legends & myths, realistic fiction, historical fiction, non-fiction, poetry)



Include in one of the paragraphs a direct quote from the book. This will give the reader a hint into the author’s style of writing. REMEMBER: when you use direct words from a source, make sure you put quotes around the words taken. 
In Paragraph 1:


*Tell the title of book


*Tell the author’s name


*Tell the genre-tell what aspects of genre does the book use or why do you think this book fits into this genre


* What is the theme- what do you feel the theme of this book is





In Paragraph 2: 


*Describe the setting-how does the setting influence the book


	(You can include date, year, historical period, city, state, 	country…whatever is available in the book)


*Describe the main character in the book- 


	-do you like them? (Why or why not)


	-what are their personalities like-use an example from the 	book


* Describe some of the plot- but don’t tell all that happens


	Leave the reader with questions so they will read the 	book to 		find out		





In Paragraph 3:


*How did you feel about this book-do not write a summary


*Did you like the writing style-why or why not?


	-Offer some recommendations for someone who might want to 	read the book (as age group, if you enjoy a specific genre, if you 	like this author, if you like this style of writing, any others?)
