STUDENT INTERNET ACCESS REGULATIONS & ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY
Durkin Park Elementary School realizes the importance of computer technology and computer literacy in the overall curriculum of the school. In support of students’ efforts to achieve this outcome, Durkin Park is committed to providing our faculty and staff with the resources to access the information available through the Internet. Regulations have been established to insure responsible and ethical use of technology. 

REGULATIONS
Durkin Park Elementary School provides T1/Wireless Internet access. It is an essential part of each student’s academic program. Durkin Park is a school within the CPS network and as such is subject to adhere to the CPS Acceptable Use Policy. The complete document can be found at this website:

Each student is expected to understand their responsibilities while on the CPS Network. Below are examples of inappropriate use:
· Moving or deleting files or folders;
· Using, tampering with, or accessing another’s files or folders;
· Pre-meditated viewing of inappropriate websites, sharing such with friends or classmates; saving such websites/links in folder;
· Being involved in the viewing of inappropriate websites & NOT alerting those in charge;
· Sending inappropriate graphics or messages while on the Network;
· Copying or being involved in the copying of another’s work as your own;
· Use of obscene or offensive language;
· Being in the lab without adult supervision or permission;
· Use of internet for purposes other than educational research or study;
· Use of another’s password;
· Intentional damage to computer hardware or software;
· Failure to report problems, damage, or repairs to authority in a timely manner.
In order to have Internet Access at Durkin Park Elementary School all students must:
· Read, sign and agree to this Acceptable Use Policy;
· Have parental consent;
· Return this completed form to School one month after start of school

DISCIPLINE
Any misuse will result in disciplinary consequences, which may include but not be limited to loss of access privileges immediately and into the future. Such discipline as laid out in the Uniform Discipline Code or Legal Authorities may be contracted based on the severity and frequency of misuse.

SECURITY
Durkin Park Elementary School, being on the CPS Network, has access to all filters, patches, and updates provided by CPS. The administrator of the Network will monitor any and all activity exchanged on the network at any given time and has the right to place restrictions on material deemed inappropriate. Durkin Park Elementary assumes no responsibility for the accuracy within the CPS Network.

HANDHELD DEVICE AGREEMENT
GRADES K-8

The students of Durkin Park School child will use several types of school-based electronic media that includes, but is not limited to, personal computers, calculators, listening centers, overhead, LCD projectors, digital cameras, recording devices, hand-operated apparatus, and remote controlled devices.

EXPECTATIONS
Your child will behave responsibly and enjoy our exploration of the many benefits that this innovative technology has to offer.
Responsibly means: 
· Take care of the device while it is assigned to you. Hold it in your hands as you walk about the room; place it firmly on your desk or workstation.
· Use your own device-use the device assigned to you. You do not need to touch someone else’s device unless told to by your teacher/adult. 
· The device is for educational purposes only. When you are not on the proper program, you are violating the acceptable use agreement. Violating the agreement will lead to CONSEQUENCES.
· Check to make sure device is in working order before you go to your seat. If there is a problem, TELL TEACHER IMMEDIATELY. Once you go to your seat, the device is now your responsibility.
· Plug in device when done. 

CONSEQUENCES
Durkin Park School will hold your child liable for the responsible use of any device. In case of damage or loss, while you are responsible for the device, you will pay to restore system to proper working order.  If at any time, there is suspect of negligence to any of the system components, the equipment will be taken away from your child, and you will be immediately notified of the incident and consequence. 
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
